e discuss when MRI is needed in the diagnosis of callosal anomalies

The recently published ISUOG guidelines recommend to perform a Fetal MRI following the
performance of a dedicated neurosonographic examination by an expert in the field. The objective
is to confirm the diagnosis, add new information or study parts of the fetal brain that can be difficult

to investigate in particular circumstances.
